An unfortunate prank
sends him tumbling down to Earth,
where he encounters a young
boy who instantly reaches out
in friendship. What begins as an
unexpected meeting soon trans-
forms Yios’ perception of himself
and belonging. With its tender
storytelling and imaginative vis-
uals, ‘Eeny, Meeny, Miny, Moe!’
explores the emotional challenges
faced by children who find it dif-
ficult to connect with their peers

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or who often feel excluded from
social groups. At the same time,
it beautifully captures the trans-
formative power of acceptance,
empathy and inclusion, making
it a poignant watch for audienc-
es of all ages. Director of the film,
Andrea Szelesova has established
herself as a distinctive voice in
contemporary animation through
works such as Malady, Mon Ami,
Anidoc 19 20 18 and Afternoon
Tea. Her award-winning gradua-
tion film Sisters premiered at the

19" Mumbai International Film Festival

Annecy International Animation
Film Festival in 2021 and went on
to screen at more than 60 inter-
national film festivals worldwide.
The screening marked the inter-
national premiere of the film and
was attended by Ms. Andrea Arce,
the film’s layout and background
artist who expressed her delight
at being part of one of Asia’s most
prestigious film festivals.

‘Hyena’, a Mandarin language
short fiction thriller, directed by
Altay Ulan Yang was the second

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film to feature in the Mid Fest seg-
ment. It made its Indian premiere
at the 19th Mumbai International
Film Festival. Born from the direc-
tor’s real experiences at sixteen,
this film explores violence not
just as bullying, but as an aesthet-
ic exploration of primal human
emotions. In this short fiction a
student named Master, a former
bullying victim, is persuaded into
joining a dominant group of boys
in an isolated castle, trading his
individual morality for acceptance.

19™ Mumbai International Film Festival
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This group then targets a gentle,
talented new student named ‘90’,
destroying his art due to ritualistic
physical violence that Master ulti-
mately joins. After ‘90’ reaches his
breaking point and fights back, the
story leaves Master reflecting on
the terrifyingly seductive power of
mob mentality and shared cruelty.

The final film in the mid fest seg-
ment - ‘I Love You, I Leave You’,
made its international premiere
at MIFF, bringing to screen Swiss
musician Dino Brandao’s inti-

mate journey of self-discovery
and resistance against societal
conformity. This  multilingual
feature-length directorial debut
of Swiss filmmaker Moris Frei-
burghaus, received the prestigious
Golden Eye for Best Documentary
and the Audience Award at the Zu-
rich Film Festival. Freiburghaus has
crafted a documentary that blurs
the boundary between observer
and subject. The film follows Dino
Brandao, a free-spirited Swiss mu-
sician navigating a world that de-

(NFDC-NFAI) collection were showcased at the
19th Mumbai International Film Festival (MIFF
2026) under the special non-competition
section, “NFAI Presents — Restored Classics.”
All the selected films have been restored under
the National Film Heritage Mission (NFHM),
the Government of India’s flagship initiative
dedicated to preserving and restoring the
nation’s cinematic legacy.
The curated package, screened on Wednesday
evening, featured five landmark documenta-
ries produced by the erstwhile Films Division.
Three of the documentaries focus on iconic
personalities Mahatma Gandhi, Begum Akhtar
and Pandit Ravi Shankar. The other two doc-
umentaries are a cinematic representation of
Calcutta and India’s tribal communities.

Five restored documentary classics from

artistry of the legendary singer Begum Akhtar,
revered as the Mallika-e-Ghazal. Through
intimate visuals from her home, in presence
of family members, and stage performances,
the film captures the essence of the celebrated
Ghazal and Thumri artist.

Speaking during a session held on the side-
lines of the screenings, Shri Prakash Magdum,
Managing Director of NFDC, underscored the
importance of preserving films for future gen-
erations. He noted that film preservation en-
sures cinematic history remains accessible to
newer audiences and future generations, and
pointed out that many leading international
film festivals today feature dedicated sections
for restored classics.
The inclusion of these films at MIFF 2026 high-
lights the enduring significance of the Films
Division archives, one of the world’s richest
repositories of documentary and non-fiction
cinema. Through state-of-the-art restoration
undertaken under the National Film Heritage
Mission, these films have been revived for con-
temporary audiences while preserving their
original cinematic character.
The screenings reaffirm NFDC-NFAI's com-
mitment to safeguarding India’s audiovisual
heritage and making it accessible to future
generations. Their presentation at MIFF 2026
also reinforces the festival’s role as a platform
that celebrates both contemporary documen-
tary filmmaking and the preservation of India’s
rich cinematic legacy.

2026 Workshop
on Film Editing

n editor’s key responsibilities is to “ma-
nipulate the idea of time” by condens-

ing long periods into a few minutes
of screen-time through effective transitions:

Renowned film editor Deepa Bhatia shared
valuable insights into the art and craft of film
editing during a workshop titled “Surviving
the Cut”, held on the sidelines of the 19th
Mumbai International Film Festival (MIFF
2026) today. The session witnessed enthu-
siastic participation from film students and
professionals associated with various aspects
of filmmaking.

Speaking about the essence of cinema, Deepa
Bhatia, who is also a director and producer,
said that cinema is a combination of motion
picture and montage, and that the craft of
editing must reflect the human touch that
remains central to the cinematic experience.

Elaborating on the qualities
required in an editor, she
emphasized the importance
of discernment and obser-
vation. “Editors should have
a discerning power about
the shot”, she remarked.

An editor must careful-

ly and calmly watch the
entire footage, almost in a
meditative manner and free
from distractions, to fully
understand the material,

she added. Deepa Bhatia described sincere
viewing of the footage as the crucial first step
in the editing process.

The master editor stressed that editors should
strive to understand the filmmaker’s vision
and emotional intensity, developing a sense

of intimacy and attachment with the project
on the editing table. Such engagement, she
noted, enables the best creative outcomes. The
process involves identifying the best takes,
arranging them in the most effective order,
and selecting the most appropriate frames
and cuts.

Describing editing as an art of understanding
rhythm, Deepa Bhatia explained that both
internal and external rhythms of shots play

a significant role in shaping the treatment of
scenes during the editing process.

Drawing from her extensive professional
experience, Deepa Bhatia discussed several
of her acclaimed projects. She has films like

Taare Zameen Par, My Name is Khan, Rock
On!!, Kai Po Che!, Raees, Student of the Year
and Sachin: A Billion Dreams to her credit. She
highlighted the importance of the maturation
of sequences within a film and noted that one
of an editor’s key responsibilities is to “ma-
nipulate the idea of time” by condensing long
periods into a few minutes of screen-time
through effective transitions.

Citing the example of Rock On!!, she ex-
plained how the film’s editing maintained a
sense of rawness in its opening sequences be-
fore gradually moving towards stillness in the
concluding portions. Speaking about Sachin: A
Billion Dreams, she recalled editing the film in
London over a year and half. The documenta-
ry, she noted, opens with a montage designed
to capture the essence of the legendary crick-
eter’s life and career.

Addressing the growing popularity of docu-
mentaries, Deepa Bhatia noted that audience
interest in the genre has
= increased significantly with
the advent of OTT plat-
forms.
Summing up her under-
standing of the medium,
Deepa Bhatia described
cinema as “a collaborative
art with a single voice,”
underscoring the collective
effort involved in filmmak-
ing while emphasizing the
importance of a unified
creative vision.

s part of the Indian Docu-
Amentary Producers’ Asso-

ciation (IDPA) Open Forum
at the 19th Mumbai International
Film Festival (MIFF), a session on
“Streaming Revolution: Document-
ing in the Age of OTT” brought to-
gether experts from the OTT, media
and documentary sectors to discuss
how streaming platforms are
changing documentary filmmaking
and creating new opportunities for
filmmakers.

The panel featured Kinnari Dave,
Business Head, Shemaroo; Sai
Abishek, Head of Content, Warn-
er Bros. '
Discovery
South Asia;
senior
journalist,
author and
Padma Shri
awardee
Ramesh
Patange;
and veter-
an cinematographer and filmmaker
Dharam Gulati. The session was
moderated by filmmaker Lalit Rao.

The discussion focused on how
OTT platforms have transformed
documentary distribution by taking
films beyond festivals, film soci-
eties and public broadcasters to
wider audiences across India and
the world. The panelists agreed
that streaming platforms have
created new opportunities for film-
makers to showcase their work and
connect directly with viewers.

Sai Abishek said documentaries
continue to be an important part of
Warner Bros. Discovery’s content
strategy. He noted that genres such
as history, mythology, adventure,
biographies and true crime are
attracting strong audience inter-

est. He added that platforms are
looking for original stories, unique
access and fresh perspectives, par-
ticularly stories from India that can
appeal to global audiences.

Kinnari Shah highlighted the im-
portance of understanding chang-
ing audience preferences. She said
viewers today expect engaging sto-
rytelling and that filmmakers must
adapt to evolving viewing habits
while retaining the authenticity of
their stories. She also encouraged
documentary makers to actively
approach OTT platforms with inno-
vative ideas.

Dharam
Gulati
stressed
the

need for
greater
visibility
for doc-
umenta-
ries. He
observed that many acclaimed doc-
umentary films receive recognition
at international festivals but often
struggle to find wider distribution
and audiences in India.

Speaking on the social role of
documentaries, Ramesh Patange
said they serve as an important
medium for educating people
about the lives and contributions
of great personalities. He noted
that documentaries help preserve
history, promote social awareness
and introduce younger generations
to India’s cultural heritage and
national values.

The session concluded with an in-
teractive discussion on storytelling,
distribution, audience engagement
and the future of documentary
filmmaking in the OTT era.

Set against the backdrop
of the Tanzanian coast, the film follows two brothers forced to con-
front fear, responsibility and masculinity when circumstances push
them into dangerous waters. Its powerful storytelling and emotional
authenticity have already earned recognition at international festi-
vals.
